The featured mineral in April will be a composite of gyrolite and apophyllite-(KF).Composite 

specimens consist of two or more minerals that are more-or-less equally prominent.  Our 

specimens of gyrolite and apophyllite-(KF) provide a fine opportunity for a side-by-side comparison 

of the physical properties of these two minerals. The gyrolite forms translucent, white spherules 

and nodular aggregates of radiating, lamellar, internal crystals that contrast nicely with the well-

developed, colorless, transparent apophyllite-(KF) crystals.  Gyrolite, a mineral we have never 

featured before, will serve as the primary mineral in our upcoming write-up.
